I would like to share the Baptist Faith and 
Message which is our statement of faith as 
Southern Baptists. This document was 
adopted from the New Hampshire Confes-
sion of Faith by the Southern Baptist Con-
vention in 1925. There have been some 
revisions and some additional articles 
added growing out of certain needs. I will 
list several of the points each time in our 
newsletter. My hope is that we will be re-

minded of the basic beliefs which the Southern Baptist Con-
vention was founded upon, yet the Bible remains our sole 

authority for faith and practice as Southern Baptists. 

I. The Scriptures   The Holy Bible was written by men di-
vinely inspired and is God's revelation of Himself to man. It 
is a perfect treasure of divine instruction. It has God for its 
author, salvation for its end, and truth, without any mixture 
of error, for its matter. Therefore, all Scripture is totally true 
and trustworthy. It reveals the principles by which God 
judges us, and therefore is, and will remain to the end of the 
world, the true center of Christian union, and the supreme 
standard by which all human conduct, creeds, and religious 
opinions should be tried. All Scripture is a testimony to 

Christ, who is Himself the focus of divine revelation.

II. God  There is one and only one living and true God. He 
is an intelligent, spiritual, and personal Being, the Creator, 
Redeemer, Preserver, and Ruler of the universe. God is infi-
nite in holiness and all other perfections. God is 
all powerful and all knowing; and His perfect 
knowledge extends to all things, past, present, 
and future, including the future decisions of His 
free creatures. To Him we owe the highest love, 
reverence, and obedience. The eternal triune 
God reveals Himself to us as Father, Son, and 
Holy Spirit, with distinct personal attributes, but without 

division of nature, essence, or being. 

A. God the Father  God as Father reigns with providential 
care over His universe, His creatures, and the flow of the 
stream of human history according to the purposes of His 
grace. He is all powerful, all knowing, all loving, and all 
wise. God is Father in truth to those who become children of 
God through faith in Jesus Christ. He is fatherly in His atti-

tude toward all men.

B. God the Son  Christ is the eternal Son of God. In His 
incarnation as Jesus Christ He was conceived of the Holy 
Spirit and born of the virgin Mary. Jesus perfectly revealed 
and did the will of God, taking upon Himself human nature 
with its demands and necessities and identifying Himself 
completely with mankind yet without sin. He honored the 
divine law by His personal obedience, and in His substitu-
tionary death on the cross He made provision for the re-
demption of men from sin. He was raised from the dead with 
a glorified body and appeared to His disciples as the person 
who was with them before His crucifixion. He ascended into 
heaven and is now exalted at the right hand of God where 
He is the One Mediator, fully God, fully man, in whose Per-
son is effected the reconciliation between God and man. He 
will return in power and glory to judge the world and to con-
summate His redemptive mission. He now dwells in all be-

lievers as the living and ever present Lord.

C. God the Holy Spirit  The Holy Spirit is the Spirit of 
God, fully divine. He inspired holy men of old to write the 
Scriptures. Through illumination He enables men to under-

stand truth. He exalts Christ. He convicts men 
of sin, of righteousness, and of judgment. He 
calls men to the Saviour, and effects regenera-
tion. At the moment of regeneration He bap-
tizes every believer into the Body of Christ. He 
cultivates Christian character, comforts believ-
ers, and bestows the spiritual gifts by which 
they serve God through His church. He seals 

the believer unto the day of final redemption. His presence 
in the Christian is the guarantee that God will bring the be-
liever into the fullness of the stature of Christ. He enlightens 
and empowers the believer and the church in worship, evan-

gelism, and service.

As a church family we have made a commitment to 
memorized at least one passage of scripture each 
month in 2009.

In the meantime, Valentin Navarro will be ministering 
and leading La Cruz to reach out into the Hispanic community.  
He has planned several different events this summer that will 
give many opportunities to impact our community with the Gos-
pel of Christ. 

Last month we launched the “LA CRUZ” Bible Institute.  
Classes are held on Saturdays from 9am-12noon.  Right now we 
have 7 excited and eager students enrolled.  They are covering 
one course every five weeks.  Right now they are studying Pano-
rama of the Bible.

County Graduate Receives Scholar-

ship 

The Scholarship Committee of the Ten-
nessee Women’s Missionary Union met 
recently to award scholarships for the 
2009-2010 academic year. Christina 
Davenport, a Journey of Hope graduate, 

was chosen to re-
ceive the Amanda 
Day Christian 
Women’s Job 
Corps Scholarship 
for $1,000.00. 

Christina came to Journey of Hope four 
years ago after being trapped for 30 
years in an abusive marriage. She was 
the site’s first graduate, travelling all the 
way from Crossville for classes and 
meetings with her mentor. Christina con-
tinues to attend Bible study there to 
maintain her relationship with the pro-
gram. In 2008, she earned her Certifica-
tion in Medical Transcription from 
Roane State Community College, gradu-
ating with a 4.0 grade point average. 
Along the way, she also had the opportu-
nity to lead one of her professors to the 
Lord! 

Christina’s scholarship application was a 
depiction of a life transformed through 
learning who God created her to be. She 
described her life before Journey of 
Hope like this, “I was withdrawn, des-
perate for someone to talk with, desper-
ate to believe someone, somewhere, 
could care about me in a real way. I was 
desperate to believe that someone could 
care about my struggle and the forces 
against me. I was desperate to get on my 
feet financially but, even more so, on my 
feet emotionally, spiritually and physi-
cally.” Journey of Hope was the start of 
her healing, “...giving me a place to de-
velop old skills and gain new ones, giv-
ing me a shoulder to help bear my bur-
den, giving me a place to cry and grieve, 
where I could talk about things that I had 
hidden for 30 years! CWJC gives me 
accountability and shares my successes.” 
With her scholarship, Christina plans to 
pursue an Associate of Applied Science 
degree in Contemporary Business Man-
agement. She plans to couple this degree 
with her background in Art and Design 
to open her own Graphic Arts business. 
Her Medical Transcription income will 
help her support herself along the way.
